Our Funding Philosophy
Friends of Blythe Potter is a people-powered campaign.

We are funded primarily by Hoosiers and grassroots supporters who believe in
expanding participation, restoring integrity, and modernizing state systems.

We are not building this campaign on corporate access. We are building it on trust.
That means we have made clear decisions about what money we will not take.

What We Will Not Accept

Friends of Blythe Potter will not take money from:
+ Corporate PACs
+ Corporate interests seeking influence or preferential treatment
« MAGA billionaires or political networks that undermine voting rights
« AIPAC or its lobbyists and representatives
+ Executives from pharmaceutical companies
+ Executives from utility companies
+ Executives from fossil fuel companies

The Secretary of State oversees elections, business services, securities requlation, and
licensing. This office must not be influenced by powerful industries that expect
something in return.

Transparency as a Governing Standard

Transparency is not just about filing reports on time. It is about giving people real
clarity about who is supporting this campaign and why.

All required campaign finance reports are filed publicly and on time, in full compliance
with Indiana law. Anyone can review them.

But | believe transparency should go beyond the minimum legal requirement.

When | received my largest individual contribution, | did not treat it as a private
transaction. | sat down on video with that donor so voters could see exactly who she is,
hear why she supported this campaign, and understand her perspective in her own
words. That is the level of openness | believe public trust requires.

Supporters should not be mysterious. Donors should not be invisible. If someone
believes in this campaign strongly enough to support it, there is no reason that
relationship should be obscured.

We will continue to operate that way. If questions arise, we will answer them directly. If
concerns are raised, we will address them publicly.
